E<Y B (Okurigana): Okurigana literally means “sending off kana.” These are the hiragana that must
be attached to kanji in order to complete the reading of a kanji word (usually verbs, adjectives, and
adverbs) written in their kun (Japanese reading) form. Examples are 1T X9, BTz, DY,
