Using Connections: The term % %/E’%‘j ’f,/% (guanxi), which
can mean “relationship” or “connection,” is an important
concept in Chinese culture. In many things, from looking
for a job to finding an apartment, people tend to rely on
personal networks, so establishing trust with the people
you know is very important for long-term living in China.

Furnished Apartments: Unlike in the United States, many
apartments for rent in China come with furniture included
in the cost of rent, which saves a lot of headaches for
early-career professionals seeking jobs in large cities away
